Principal’s Comments

The dedicated, enthusiastic staft at Zoe Barnum High School work tirelessly to provide a
personalized education for our students. Small class size allows the teaching staff to develop close
relationships with each student. The entire staff meets weekly to discuss concerns and share the
successes of our students. This collaboration among staft and mutual awareness of students'
progress is a significant factor in their success.

The recent addition of three new teachers has generated several exciting changes to Zoe's
curricular and extra-curricular offerings. In addition to the existing core curricular subjects,
students now have access to hands-on science laboratory experiences, foreign language, art
courses, and co-ed athletic league competition (soccer and basketball). A first-time snowboarding
club is available for experienced and novice snowboarders.

The faculty's interest in the "continual improvement" process resulted in a strategic planning
session in spring of 2006. During this all-day session, staff identified several ambitious long- and
short-term goals for the school. Among the major goals, staft identified the need for additional
college preparation and elective offerings, the expansion of community service opportunities, and
flexible scheduling options. While Zoe Barnum High School is quite proud of its program
offerings, our staff is constantly looking for ways to better meet the needs of our dynamic student
body. The best way to gain a real appreciation for the commitment of our staff and the quality of
our programs is to see us in action. To all of our parents and community members, I would like to
extend a personal invitation for you to stop by for a visit. I'm certain you will leave feeling proud
of Zoe Barnum's program and recognize us as an integral part of our community.

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Major Achievements

¢ Highlighting the major achievements at Zoe Barnum during the 2005-2006 school year would
certainly have to be our Student Review Session (SRS), recognized as an Exemplary Program by
the California Continuation Education Association. Initiated by faculty, the SRS program pro-
vides for a weekly meeting of staff to discuss students who may be experiencing educational or
behavioral difficulties. The staft then develops an action plan, collectively, with all the teachers
implementing the strategies for getting the student back on track.

® Regarding our academic efforts, we are very proud of our 2005-2006 pass rate on both sections
of the California High School Exit Exam. Our Academic Performance Index (API) gained 46
points based on the results of state standardized testing conducted during the spring of 2006.
Our student participation rate was over 95 percent. In an effort to meet diverse student needs,
our teachers have participated in a broad range of professional development activities including
Academic Literacy, the Redwood Writing Project, the Beginning Teacher Program and
Advancement Via Individual Determination, (AVID) which encourages students to go to col-
lege.

¢ Our students and our staff were active in the community at large. Our annual Blood Drive was
the most successful in school history. We also worked with Food for People, the Salvation Army,
and St. Vincent de Paul at different times during the year. Thirty of our students and nine mem-
bers of our staff participated in Challenge Day, a national program that promotes inclusion and
breaks down barriers on a school campus. For the 13th year, Zoe Barnum has embraced the
core values of respect, responsibility, family, trust, and caring through the Community of Caring
character education program.

¢ The following goals resulted from our schoolwide Strategic Planning session in April of 2006:
e Increase strength and rigor of the core curriculum.

¢ Develop additional elective options for all students.

e Establish parent/family access to Power School system.

® Promote post-graduation plans for each senior.

e Pilot Seasons of Service program to enhance community connections and individual awareness.

¢ Provide multiple remediation opportunities for students who have not passed the California
High School Exit Exam.

¢ Begin the formal process for recognition by the Western Association of Schools and Colleges
(WASC), which provides accreditation to high schools.

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MEASURES OF PROGRESS

Academic Performance Index

The Academic Performance Index (API) is California’s way of comparing
schools based on student test scores. The index was created in 1999 to help
parents and educators recognize schools that show progress and identify schools
that need help. A school’s API determines whether it receives recognition or
sanctions. It is also used to compare schools in a statewide ranking system. The
California Department of Education (CDE) calculates our school’s API using
student test results from the California Standards Tests, the California
Achievement Test, and, for high schools, the California High School Exit Exam
(CAHSEE). APIs range from 200 to 1000. The CDE expects all schools to
eventually obtain APIs of at least 800. Additional information on the API can be
found on the CDE Web site.

Barnum’s API was 514 (out of 1000). This is an increase of 46 points compared
to last year’s API. About 92 percent of our students took the test, which met the
state’s required participation rate of 90 percent. Based on our 2004—2005 test
results, we started the 2005-2006 school year with an API base score of 468.

APl GROWTH TARGETS: Each year the CDE sets specific API “growth targets”
for every school. It assigns one growth target for the entire school, and it sets
additional targets for ethnic or socioeconomic subgroups of students that make

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Adequate Yearly Progress

In addition to California’s accountability system, which measures student
achievement using the API, schools must also meet requirements set by the
federal education law known as No Child Left Behind (NCLB). This law requires all
schools to meet a different goal: Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP).

We met five out of six criteria for yearly progress, according to the US
Department of Education. Because we fell short in one area, we did not make
Adequate Yearly Progress.

To meet AYP, high schools must meet four criteria. First, a certain percentage of
students must score at or above Proficient levels on the California High School
Exit Exam (CAHSEE): 22.3 percent on the English/language arts test and 20.9
percent on the math test. All significant ethnic and socioeconomic subgroups of
students also must meet these goals. Second, the schools must achieve an API of
at least 590 or increase their API by one point from the prior year. Third, 95
percent of tenth grade students must take the CAHSEE. Fourth, the graduation
rate for the class of 2005 must be higher than 82.9 percent (or satisfy alternate
improvement criteria).

If even one subgroup of students fails to meet just one of the criteria, the school
fails to meet AYP. While all schools must report their progress toward meeting
AYP, only schools that receive federal funding to help economically
disadvantaged students are actually penalized if they fail to meet AYP goals.
Schools that do not make AYP for two or more years in a row in the same
subject enter Program Improvement (PI). They must offer students transfers to other
their second year in PI, tutoring services as well.

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Frequently Asked Questions

WHERE CAN I FIND GRADE-LEVEL REPORTS? Due to space constraints and concern for statistical reliability, we
have omitted grade-level detail from these test results. Instead we present results at the schoolwide level. You can
view the results of far more students than any one grade level would contain, which also improves their
statistical reliability. Grade-level results are online on the STAR Web site.

WHAT DO THE FIVE PROFICIENCY BANDS MEAN? Test experts assign students to one of these five proficiency
levels, based on the number of questions they answer correctly. Our immediate goal is to help students move up
one level. Our eventual goal is to enable all students to reach either of the top two bands, Advanced or
Proficient. Those who score in the middle band, Basic, have come close to attaining the required knowledge
and skills. Those who score in either of the bottom two bands—Below Basic or Far Below Basic—need more
help to reach the Proficient level.

WHY ARE THE CALIFORNIA STANDARDS TESTS (CST) AND THE CALIFORNIA ACHIEVEMENT TEST (CAT/6)
SCORED DIFFERENTLY? These two tests are quite different, and their scoring methods differ. When students
take the CST, they are scored against five criteria. In theory all students in California could score at the top. The
CAT/6 is a nationally normed test, which means that students are scored against each other nationally. This

scoring method is similar to grading “on the curve” CAT/6 scores are expressed as a ranking on a scale from 1
to 99.

HOW HARD ARE THE CALIFORNIA STANDARDS TESTS? California’s standards are very high, and the tests that
measure students’ mastery are difficult. Just 44 percent of elementary school students scored Proficient or
Advanced on the English/language arts test and 53 percent in math. Experts consider our state’s standards to be

among the most clear and rigorous in the country. You can review the California Content Standards on the CDE
Web site.

ARE ALL STUDENTS’ SCORES INCLUDED? Yes, the results of all students who took the test are included, with
one exception. When schoolwide results are reported and fewer than 11 students in one grade or subgroup take
a test, state officials remove their scores from the report. They omit them to protect students’ privacy, as called
for by federal law. All students in grades two through eleven are required to take these tests unless their parents
have requested waivers.

HOW STATISTICALLY RELIABLE ARE THESE RESULTS? The reliability of results depends on the number of
students tested and the number of questions on the test. The larger these numbers are, the more reliable the data
is. The California Department of Education (CDE) suppresses scores when fewer than 11 students are present,
and we suppress scores for student subgroups when fewer than 30 students are present.

CAN | REVIEW SAMPLE TEST QUESTIONS? Sample test questions for the CST are on the CDE’s Web site. These
are actual questions used in previous years.

WHERE CAN | FIND ADDITIONAL INFORMATION? The CDE has a wealth of resources on its Web site. First, the
STAR Web site ofters paths both to the detailed reports for schools and districts, and to assistance packets for
parents and teachers. The grades and subjects covered by these tests are fully described. This site includes
explanations of technical terms and scores. You'll also find a guide to navigating the STAR Web site as well as help
understanding how to compare test scores.

WHY ARE ONLY SOME OF THE TEST RESULTS PRESENT? California’s test program includes many tests not
mentioned in this report. For brevity’s sake, were reporting six CST tests usually taken by the largest number of
students. We select at least one test from each core subject. For science, we’ve selected biology (an elective) and
the tenth grade life science test. For math, we’ve selected two courses, both of them electives: Algebra I, which
students take if they haven’t studied and passed it in eighth grade; and Geometry, often the most popular math
course because it follows Algebra 1. In social studies, we’ve selected US History, which is taken by all juniors
(eleventh graders). English/language arts is the one course that summarizes the results of students in grades nine
through eleven.

In the 2004—2005 school year, the percentage of Barnum’s students taking courses required for admission to the
University of California (UC) or the California State University (CSU) system was zero percent, compared to
two percent for students statewide. This number is an indicator of whether the school is offering, and students
are taking, the classes required for admission to the UC or CSU systems.

Our college attendance data is limited to public colleges in California. Out of Barnum’s 2005 graduating class,
about 27 percent went on to enroll in some part of the California public college system, compared to 20
percent of students throughout the state.

“HIGHLY QUALIFIED"” TEACHERS: The federal law known as No Child Left Behind (NCLB) requires districts
to report the number of teachers considered to be “highly qualified.” These “highly qualified” teachers must have
a full credential, a bachelor’s degree, and, if they are teaching a core subject (such as reading, math, science, or
social studies), they must also demonstrate expertise in that field. The table above shows the percentage of core
courses taught by teachers who are considered to be less than “highly qualified.” The exceptions, known as the
High Objective Uniform State Standard of Evaluation (HOUSSE) rules, allow some veteran teachers to meet the
“highly qualified” test who wouldn’t otherwise do so.

TEACHING OUT OF FIELD: When a teacher lacks a subject area authorization for a course she is teaching, that
course 1s counted as an out-of-field section. The students who take that course are also counted. For example, if
an unexpected vacancy in a biology class occurs, and a teacher who normally teaches English literature (and
who lacks a subject area authorization in science) fills in to teach for the rest of the year, that teacher would be
teaching out of field. See the detail by core course area in the Out-of-Field Teaching table. About 18 percent of
our core courses were taught by teachers who were teaching out of their field of expertise, compared to 36
percent of core courses taught by such continuation high school teachers statewide.

CREDENTIAL STATUS OF TEACHERS: Teachers who lack full credentials are working under the terms of an
emergency permit, an internship credential, or a waiver. They should be working toward their credential, and
they are allowed to teach in the meantime only if the school board approves. None of our teachers was working
without full credentials, compared to seven percent of teachers in continuation high schools statewide.

The average percentage of courses in our district not taught by a “highly qualified” teacher 1s 15 percent,
compared to 14 percent statewide. For schools with the highest percentage of low-income students, this factor
is five percent, compared to 13 percent statewide. For schools with the lowest percentage of low-income
students, this factor is 15 percent, compared to 14 percent statewide.
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CURRICULUM AND RESOURCES

For more than six years, panels of scholars have decided what California students should learn and be able to do.
Their decisions are known as the California Content Standards, and they apply to all public schools in the state.
The textbooks we use and the tests we give are based on these content standards, and we expect our teachers to
be firmly focused on them. Policy experts, researchers, and educators consider our state’s standards to be among
the most rigorous and challenging in the nation. You can find the content standards for each subject at each grade
level on the Web site of the California Department of Education (CDE).

Reading and Writing

A panel of scholars defined the English/language arts standards in 1999. According to these standards, high
school students should be able to compare and analyze literature using the terminology of literary criticism.
They should read and respond to significant works of literature that reflect or enhance their studies of history
and social science. They should be able to write biographies, autobiographies, narratives, short stories, analytical
essays, research reports, and business letters.

Math

Students can begin taking algebra in the eighth grade, but many students take the course during high school.
Through the study of algebra, our students develop an understanding of the symbolic language of mathematics
and the sciences. In addition, algebraic skills and concepts are developed and used in a wide variety of problem-
solving situations. Educators consider students’ success in algebra to be an indicator of how well they will do in
future courses in high school and college. To read more about the math standards for grades eight through twelve
as well as the California standards for a variety of advanced math subjects, visit the CDE’s Web site.

Science

Our science program offers courses in physics, chemistry, biology, life sciences, and earth sciences. In all of these
courses, students learn to apply the principles of investigation and experimentation. Many science courses are
elective (but required for admission to public and private colleges). All students are required to study biology
and life sciences. In this program, students learn principles of physiology, cell biology, genetics, ecology, and
evolution.

Social Science

Our ninth grade students have no social studies requirements. In the tenth grade, they study world history, from
the late 18th century through the present, including the cause and course of the two world wars. Students in
the eleventh grade study the major turning points in US history in the 20th century. Students in twelfth grade
pursue a deeper understanding of the institutions of American government. In addition, our students will learn
how to think from the perspectives of history and geography. They’ll learn to research topics on their own,
develop their own point of view, and interpret history.

Our district spent an average of $7,542 per student in the 2004—2005 school year, compared to an average of
$7,172 per student spent by similar (unified school district) districts in the state. Our total operating expenses
for the 2004-2005 year were $34,541,870. Facts about the 2005—2006 fiscal year were not available at the time
we published this report. Additional details about our expenditures can be found on the Ed-Data Partnership’s Web
site.

The current expense of education is a measure of the cost of direct educational services to students. This figure
is then divided by the district’s average daily attendance (ADA) to arrive at an expenditure-per-pupil figure.
Since the current expense figure does not include food services, land acquisition, new construction, and other
expenditures, the current expense per ADA really describes the cost of operating schools for core educational
purposes.
